The
maximum size is 24” wide for wall-hanging portraits. In addition, selected artists may bring one
additional portrait of their choosing up to 36" wide to be displayed on an easel - your own or one of
ours. All accepted portraits should be framed and wired for hanging.

Sculpture should not exceed 24” wide and come on its own stand. Reliefs should be wired for hanging
or displayed on your own stand. In addition to three listed below, sculptors may bring one additional
portrait of their choosing up to 36” wide and come with its own stand or easel.

Accepted Artists’ Payments:

Accepted artists pay S50 to contribute to utility, insurance, reception, and printing costs. In addition, a
10% donation to CSOPA is expected on any sale resulting from the show to help support future events.
